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A surprise box can be created to use many times in different situations or it can be geared toward a specific topic.  The choice is yours!  For this project, create a surprise box with a specific book in mind.

It should be:

· Colorful
· Bright & attractive to young children; eye catching.
· Fully decorated
· There should be no empty spaces on the box – it is completely decorated; painted, wrapped, collaged, etc.
· Size

· Large enough to hold “surprises” – shoebox size or larger

· Description

· Along with the surprise box you have included a list of ways you might use this box in class; ex. To introduce a story on snowmen I would put a hat, 2 pieces of coal and a carrot inside
· Demonstration
· Using one of the ideas from your description, you have completed a demonstration for the class on how to use a surprise box.
