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Weather Chart & Calendar 
Part of daily circletime is reviewing the calendar & weather with the children.  Weather charts can be as simple as pictures of a sun, raindrop, snowflake, and cloud and then letting the children pick the correct one for that day and stick it on a calendar.  They may be as complicated as having a little bear or other animal (made of cardboard – like a paper doll) and letting the children pick the correct clothes for that day.  The outfits would have a cloud, sun, rain, snow on them and they’d be temperature appropriate.  Calendars & weather charts should be interactive. 

Create a weather chart and calendar for use in a preschool classroom.  They can be separate or combined.  First think of how much time you want to spend daily on this activity before deciding on how complicated to make it.

Make sure your chart is:

· Large enough to be seen by the class but small enough to fit into your red portfolio!
· Colorful so it draws the students’ interest

· Easily understood – the children should be able to figure out what to do

· Manipulative – the children should be able to handle the chart daily

· Clear – the children should be able to see clearly (by use of a graph, calendar or other device) what they are learning – the weather changes daily!
